In addition the parents were informed that now they saw everything maintenance is very important so that all that was made is kept up to date, it was on this basis that the parents were informed that that is why they received letters about fees increment, Nalongo and Ssalongo apologized that the increment was made before inviting them but they thank them that they were positive about it

Nalongo added that the increment is intended to raise the standard of the school in different aspects that  there are items need to be considered like having a school guard, more teachers and so on

School fees increment

Connected to the above the parents were requested and encouraged to always pay the school fees in time for the smooth running for the school they were told that it may not necessarily mean to pay at once, it can be done in reasonable installments and most important at least an installment on the first day because children have to take porridge and many things also have to be availed

It was also communicated that there was change of uniform to match the color of the school, the parents were very welcome on this but asked that when should they start buying the new uniform and that what will happen to those who had just bought new uniforms before April, on this it was communicated that still the old uniform is considered but whoever will be buying a uniform will get the new color that the old uniform will be phased out slowly by slowly 
The parents were also requested to buy shoes for the  children  so that they feet can be protected, the parents were informed that there are some places like the toilet that do need bare foot

The parents were also told that in the nearby future children must have food at lunch time instead of parried because a hungry child does not learn well, the parents were told to go and think about this that in the fall of this year there will be another meeting and food for, lunch will be one of the issues to be sorted

Finally the directors and the headmistress communicated that with the support they got from le and Herma, they are making various efforts to make the school much belter and among the things they did is recruitment of more teachers and male teachers ( Mr. OIkello  and Mr. Olwenyi)so there is improvement in different things

It was also communicated that the target is to also to make sure that by the 2017 the school will run up to primary seven

At the end of the meeting Mr. Owuma the chairman of the  parents committee on behalf of the parents appreciated for all the development and requested the directors to send their appreciation as parents to lo and Herma, they however requested for efforts to put a fence because the school is next to a busy road so they have fear for accidents on their b children, the parents promised to be cooperative so that their children can study without disturbances , he also added that many times they were always disturbed with the issue of taking their children to other schools after primary  four but it’s very good that there is a plan b for the school to reach P7 so now their children can stay bin the same school up to p7
Nalongo lastly thanked the parents for coming and for appreciating all that was done by Leo and Herma she finally told them that the whites will be very happy if there is maximum cooperation between the school and the parents
