THE BOOKS

· Condition of the books:

The books in general have been well handled under the care of all the teachers in their respective classes. The teachers in each class have taken care to ensure that books are well protected.
· Opening of the books:

There has been a great improvement in way children open the pages of the books.  Thanks to the Leo, Herma and the coordinator who took time to demonstrate how well the books must be opened to avoid damage and reduce on dirtying/destroying them.

· Arrangement of the Books 

Thanks to the well-made book - cases for the books allocated in every class. This has enabled the books to be kept well and arranged in orderly manner. Children only get books when they are needed.
THE BAGS

There has been a close supervision by the teachers to ensure that the bags are kept clean whenever they are returned by the kids every Friday. Namayanja Kevin a Primary 5 pupil when asked how she had managed to keep her bag well, she said, ‘I wash my bag whenever I see it dirty without my mother telling me to do so’. In general the pupils have realized how important the books are to them.
PUPILS’ INTEREST IN MY BOOK BUDDY
The general interest observed in kids has ultimately yielded high demand and excitement by them every Friday the day when new books are given to them.

When Andrew a Primary 4 Pupil was asked how often they could read the books apart from taking them home, he suggested that if possible the school could add them more time to read the books especially during the Saturdays so that they enjoy reading the story books while sharing views.
The Head of nursery section expressed greatly how the books have made her kids to be expectant whenever they are told that it is time for reading the books! The kids listen attentively while she is narrating stories to her. In addition the pictures in those books keep them busy and looking at the colorful pictures is a great fun to them.

THE PARENTS APPRECIATION
During the End of Year Parents Speech DAY, the parents were entertained by the Nursery Kids when they performed a Play and recited a Poem with the help of the My Book Buddy Books on the Theme of Hygiene. This was greatly appreciated by the parents that their children are really benefiting for the My Book Buddy Program.
THE COMMUNITY RESPONSE

AUNT KEVIN SCHOOL is the only school in the area that had the opportunity of benefiting from The My Book Buddy Program. The community has now looked at the School as a unique and model school in the area, many parents want to associate themselves with the school. This has been reflected in a remarkable increase in the number of pupils enrolled at the school. One visiting parent was heard saying that he would also change her children to Aunt Kevin the coming year 2018.
The pupils move home excited as they carry the books to read every Friday evening. The appearance of My Book Buddy Bags makes the whole community wonder how special The My Book Buddy Program is.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Following the benefit and progress that the books of My Book Buddy have brought to the school, the following recommendations have been noted and I do hereby present them to you in addition to this report.
· There is needed to utilize the school compound by the pupils while reading the books. This makes them feel at leisure especially when the children are away from the classroom where they have been busy with class work but they can come out and relax while reading the books. This calls for a Reading Tent where the children can sit and mingle with their classmates but at the same time reading the books under the close supervision of their teachers. The multipurpose Hall could do well with The Nursery Kids.
· The read loud arrangement be organized to reduce on fear and promote fluency in the pupils while reading the books.
· Reading competitions be introduced so that children are encouraged by awarding some small gifts to those who have performed better.
· The My Book Buddy ANTHEM be provided with an audio CD to help the new kids pick up the Beat and Tune fast in singing the Anthem
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
