DISCIPLINE;

The discipline of our pupils has been very good throughout the -year in general since no serious cases of  indiscipline has been noticed and this is because of guidance and counseling sessions that are normally held at school every Thursday.

TIME MANAGEMENT;

The arrival time for the pupils at school has been 07:00a.m sharp and we promise to maintain it next year. 
CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES;

We would like to assure you that we’ve participated in all games and sports activities through the course of this year 2018 successfully.

PAYMENTS;
We thank parents who have been able to complete all the school dues in time and we request all the parents to pay half of the school fees on the reporting day.

MEALS;

MAINTENANCE;
Repainting of the front view of the school buildings was done over the initial of second term’s holiday and further rehabilitation of the school and all its property will be done during this December/January holiday.
 SCHOOL GARDEN;
Complements goes to the directress who has endeavored to see that the garden can produce food for the school community’s consumption. That garden has really helped us enjoy a balanced diet way of feeding and spare school’s money income for use on other purchasable requirements.
Still we are hereby notify you that Nalongo planted new crops that is cassava, sweet potatoes, banana stems to ensure the continuous supply of food for school community consumption.

CHALLENGES;

As communicated before, some of the challenges facing Aunt Kevin School remain the same as you may read beneath:

· Low salary scales for the individual teachers.
· Lack of teachers’ residential houses.

· Lack of primary seven textbooks and primary six mainly science and mathematics.

· Purchasing a van to often be used to transport children both to and fro the school.
· Lack of urinals for either sex of children and rest of the school community members. 

· Lack of platform to often be used for exhibitions of different shows, speech days, Graduation days and other demonstrational/important days to Aunt Kevin School.

· Other challenges, refer to those stated in the reports for end of term one and term two of this year 2018.
FUTURE PLANS;
· Granting the teachers with salary increments in order to arouse their interest in teaching, taking care of all the children and the rest of school duties.

· Purchasing a van to often be used to transport children both to and fro the school.

· Constructing the girls’ and boys’ urinals to minimize the bad smell of the school toilets. This bad smell normally occurs because in most cases the school community members urinate in them and of which the urine makes them (the toilets) smell that way.

· Expanding the school buildings to accommodate all so far obtained and expected pupils.
· Constructing the platform to fulfill the need as stated above in challenges.
· Other future plans, refer to those stated in the report for end of term two of this year 2018.

P.7 CLASS;

All pupils of primary seven in year 2019 are advised to attend the next year’s boarding section in order to have enough time for concentrating on studies and revisions.

STAFFING;
There is still need for more five teachers next year since we have reached the level of primary seven and the teachers we have can not teach from the level of primary four  to that of primary seven effectively. Even in baby class one more teacher is needed so four are for primary level and one is for nursery.
