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Kitchen Project

The kitchen of the school is unacceptable poorly housed and is a risk to health. People are exposed to toxic smoke. 

The project involves the construction of a new kitchen.
Stone tables are placed in the immediate vicinity of the kitchen and walls to sit on.

This space is multi functional and can be used by school and community.

Near the kitchen comes a school garden for garden based learning for children and families.
The school garden can act as a demonstration garden in the future. The school is so equipped to receive other schools and groups. 
Kitchen Gods Glory nursery and primary school

The kitchen of the Gods Glory nursery and primary school in Seeta Nazigo, Uganda  is unacceptable housed and is a risk to health. 

New kitchen

The project involves the construction of a new kitchen with nearby stone tables and walls to sit on, a multi functional place used by school and community. 

Advantage new kitchen

The health of the kitchen staff will be improved this way by the no longer be exposed to a toxic smoke causing respiratory and eye diseases.

Seats

During the morning break children get porridge in the kitchen. Then they spread across the school compound In the absence of seating children do not sit together. 

Stone tables are placed in the immediate vicinity of the kitchen and walls to sit on. This gives children the opportunity to eat together.

This promotes togetherness

More benefits new seats

Children of the boarding school can use it after school to play games for example.

This can be used as an open air classroom for example to give practical lessons related to the realising school garden  nearby.

Community people can use it, include for holding work shops, demonstrations from the school garden as demonstration garden or for functions

School garden

Near the kitchen comes a school garden for garden based learning for children and families. 

A school garden shows

· how to grow a variety of foods,

· demonstrate to children and families how to extend and improve a diet with home-grown foods, 

· increase children’s preference for and consumption of vegetables and fruits, enhance school meals with micronutrient rich vegetables and fruits, 

· promote horticultural skills in the aggriculture-dependent economy.

Garden-based learning (GBL) is “an instructional

strategy that utilizes the garden as a teaching tool”

Furniture

In bad weather workshops, demonstrations, functions can be kept indoors. For a classroom  furniture is then required. 

Disabled person get a chance

A deaf boy from the community has recently completed training as a carpenter. He can make the necessary furniture, optionally with remote supervision by a former teacher. In this way the deaf boy gets a chance to earn their own living. He can show how he can be of service to the community.
