THE REPUBLIC OF UGANDA
AGREEMENT BETWEEN ST ANDREW PRIMARY SCHOOL KISOGA AND LEJOFONDS A REGISTERED NGO OPERATING IN UGANDA
This agreement is about the involvement of St Andrew Primary School Kisoga in Lejofonds green charcoal project; an enviromental friendly sustainable energy solution for schools and homes. This was after having interest in using green charcoal because of its advantages which include; being 40-50% cheaper, it’s cleaner, safe for indoor cooking and saving forests. With this interest the school intends to acquire a modified three provisions institutional energy saving stove to start using Green charcoal

Below are the agreed upon terms and conditions of which if not followed, the cooperation between the two parties will be resolved in a manner clearly stipulated; 

1. St Andrew primary school Kisoga will make a 50% contribution to the construction of a modern institutional energy saving stove that will cost 3,375,000 (1,687,500) on contract signing and as soon as the contract is signed the Lejofonds will also pay the remaining 50% of 3,375,000 (1,687,500) in form of support to help the school acquire the stove
2. St Andrew primary school Kisoga will buy Green charcoal in the range of 1,500,000-1,700,000 worth every trimester from the Lejofonds green charcoal project for at least the coming three years. 
3. The Green Charcoal project delivers the charcoal in 2 kilo gram bags at a cost of 1400 sh. This is the price in 2019.Prices are indexed annually to inflation.
4. The Lejofonds shall ensure that St Andrew Primary School Kisoga receives charcoal worthy  the above agreed upon amount every term on time as required by the school and there will be proper cooperation and timely communication on when charcoal must be delivered and in this case the school must always give a signal that they need more charcoal at least  5 days before what they have is finished
5. The Lejofonds green charcoal project will either deliver the charcoal to St Andrew primary school Kisoga at a cost that will always be agreed upon or the school will always organize its own transport means from the  project office in Seeta Nazigo

6. In case St Andrew primary school Kisoga will not be in position to buy the agreed upon worth of  charcoal without timely clear and reasonable explanations then this will be taken as bleach of contract and a mislead to the Lejofonds to invest its money  and therefore the built stove will be taken away and given to another  school that will be interested in using green charcoal

Both parties have agreed to the above terms and conditions and signed them with clear knowledge of the implications
When St Andrew primary school recruits a new school as a client for the GCL project, she receives free charcoal worth 100,000 shillings.
